Applications are invited for the post of Consultant in General Paediatrics and Paediatric Infectious Diseases based at the Royal Hospital for Children, Glasgow that forms part of the Women and Children’s Directorate.

The successful candidate will contribute to providing an integrated and dedicated general paediatric department, with a consultant delivered service, working closely with colleagues in paediatric specialties and emergency medicine. They will join the Paediatric Infectious Diseases team based at the Royal Hospital for Children providing specialist care for children and young people with Infectious Diseases. The post will be located in the Royal Hospital for Children adjacent to the Queen Elizabeth University Hospital with out-patient duties at RHC and Clyde.  
In addition to its many national and regional specialist tertiary services, the Directorate also supports an extensive array of community child health services.   RHC, Glasgow, is the largest paediatric teaching hospital in Scotland and is a world leader in the provision of child and adolescent health services. It provides care, not only for children resident within Greater Glasgow, but is also a tertiary referral centre for children from the West of Scotland and, in some sub-specialties, from the whole of Scotland and wider.

Applicants must possess full GMC registration and a licence to practise.  Those trained within the UK should have evidence of higher specialist training leading to CCT in General Paediatrics or be within six months of confirmed entry from the date of interview, and should possess a postgraduate qualification (MRCPCH or equivalent). Non-UK applicants must demonstrate equivalent qualifications and training.

Information About:  The Department/Specialty – Facilities, Resources and Activity & Departmental Staffing Structure

The Department/Specialty – Facilities, Resources and Activity
The Post will be based at the Royal Hospital for Children, Glasgow which is adjoined with the adult hospital on the Queen Elizabeth University Hospital campus. It replaces the former Royal Hospital for Sick Children located in Yorkhill. The children’s hospital features 244 paediatric beds with a further 12 neonatal beds in the maternity unit next door. There is a mix of single and four bedded accommodation on the wards with space for overnight accommodation for parents. The hospital also features a Medicinema, Science Centre interactive activity walls funded by the Yorkhill Children’s Charity, Zone 12 for young people, indoor and outdoor play areas.
It is the largest children’s hospital in Scotland and provides a wide range of clinical services to the local population of Glasgow in addition to fulfilling regional and national functions. There is a 20-bedded paediatric intensive care unit with high dependency level beds and a PICU patient retrieval service.

All paediatric medical and surgical subspecialties are represented, including general medical paediatrics, child protection, respiratory, endocrinology, diabetes, gastroenterology and nutrition, haemato-oncology and bone marrow transplantation, cardiology and cardiac surgery, neonatology, nephrology and renal transplantation, immunology and infectious disease, dermatology, rheumatology, metabolic medicine, audiology, ophthalmology, ENT surgery, orthopaedics and general paediatric and neonatal surgery.  The hospital also provides national services for ECMO, paediatric cardiac surgery and renal transplantation.

RHC has an excellent therapies hub where all key AHP specialities are based. These include the physiotherapy department with its own hydrotherapy pool, occupational therapy, speech and language therapy, orthotics, hospital school, psychology and liaison psychiatry and a dedicated children’s pain team. 

The Hospital includes The Duncan Guthrie Institute for Medical Genetics and has excellent Diagnostic Imaging, Pathology, Biochemistry and other Laboratory Medicine Services. There are many links with the major adult medicine and surgery units within the city.

Other paediatric services across NHSGG&C.

The Royal Alexandra Hospital, Paisley, the Vale of Leven Hospital, Alexandria and Inverclyde Royal Hospital, Greenock provide outpatient care for paediatric patients across Clyde.  The unit in RAH also houses a neonatal intensive care facility.

General and specialist paediatric clinics are also delivered on a number of other sites throughout Greater Glasgow and Clyde and through a service level agreement to remote and rural localities in Argyll & Bute.

Specialist community based children’s services can be found throughout Greater Glasgow and Clyde.  These services are managed within community health and social care partnerships but have close links with the Queen Elizabeth campus.

University Links

The hospital participates in the undergraduate teaching programme of the University of Glasgow in Child Health, Child & Adolescent Psychiatry, Medical Genetics, Human Nutrition, Pathological Biochemistry, and Surgical Paediatrics. There is an adjacent Teaching and Learning centre, a stratified medicine research unit and a dedicated child research facility.

Clinical Leadership

Medical services are a key component of integrated services within the Acute Operating Division, Women and Children’s Directorate, NHSGG&C.

Dr Alan Mathers is the Chief of Medicine for Women and Children’s services.

Dr Lesley Nairn is the Clinical Director for Emergency Medicine and General Paediatrics.

Description of the Services

General Paediatrics

The successful incumbent will contribute to an integrated and dedicated general paediatric department.  The successful candidate will work closely with colleagues in general paediatrics and emergency medicine and provide outpatient services to localities throughout GGC, Argyll & Bute subject to job plan negotiations.

Acute medical admissions are initially assessed and managed in the Emergency Department (ED).  There is a Clinical Decision Unit (CDU) adjacent to ED which assesses approximately 10,000 medical patients each year with an admission rate of one third for continuing in-patient care.

The majority of medical referrals come from the ED and of these a large proportion are assessed and observed within the CDU.  From there patients are either discharged home or admitted to the Acute Receiving Ward (ARU) for ongoing care. The ARU is an acute integrated medical and surgical unit with 40 bed spaces. 

Acute medical paediatric receiving is currently undertaken by a team of around 25 consultants.    A Consultant of the week system is in operation with 2-4 consultants contributing to day time cover each week (with seasonal variation). In addition consultants provide extended day cover until midnight 7 days/ week (10pm in summer months) to comply with RCPCH ‘Facing the Future’ Standards. 

During the covid-19 pandemic the service has evolved links with primary care and introduced a new consultant delivered telephone triage service which is available for GPs to discuss all acute referrals before they instructed to attend the hospital.

Paediatric Infectious Diseases
The paediatric infectious diseases team includes 2 full time consultants in paediatric infectious diseases, immunology and allergy, and 2 consultants in general paediatrics and paediatric infectious diseases. Two specialist nurses have responsibilities in infectious diseases and immunology, and two specialist pharmacists have responsibilities for antimicrobial prescribing and blood borne virus infection respectively. The team is supported by a full time secretary. 
The team provides a consult service to the general paediatric and all specialist services within the hospital, listed above. The team will have direct consultant responsibility for some inpatients, but in many cases its role is to give advice regarding infection management to other services. All 4 consultants contribute sessions to this service as per job plan. There is a 1 in 4 on call commitment, chiefly giving telephone advice, but attendance in the hospital out of hours and at weekends is sometimes required. There are outpatient clinics in general infectious disease, blood borne virus infection, and TB. A regular commitment to these clinics is not part of the current job plan, but the successful candidate would be encouraged to develop areas of special interest within the service, which may eventually involve outpatient work. At present outpatient antimicrobial therapy is very limited and provided on an “ad hoc” basis. The post holder will be expected to lead further development of this service.

Main Duties

General Paediatrics
Participate in the unscheduled care service for the Royal Hospital for Children including acute receiving 

Contribute to consultant delivered care in Greater Glasgow and Clyde. 

Conduct general paediatric outpatient clinics in hospital and in community settings as per job plan.

Paediatric Infectious Diseases
Participate in the specialist paediatric ID consult service

Provide on call service for paediatric infectious diseases and immunology

Participate in the antimicrobial stewardship service and the development of an outpatient antimicrobial treatment service.

Generic Responsibilities

Liaise with other agencies within the hospital and community setting in the promotion of seamless children's services.

Contribute to the planning and development of services in NHS Greater Glasgow and Clyde, including information collation, evaluation of services, service and policy development.

To work with the Clinical Director and Lead clinicians in the further development of integrated care pathways across NHS Greater Glasgow and Clyde. 

Undertake management responsibilities within the services.

Research, Teaching & Training

Contribute to undergraduate and postgraduate training and supervision and mentorship of junior doctors and other health professionals as appropriate. 

Participate in audit and research activities, including supervision of trainee paediatricians and medical students undertaking such activities.

General Provisions

You will be expected to work with local managers and professional colleagues in the efficient running of services and will share with Consultant colleagues in the medical contribution to management.  Subject to the provision of the Terms and Conditions, you are expected to observe the organisation’s agreed policies and procedures, drawn up in consultation with the profession on clinical matters, and to follow the standing orders and financial instruction NHS Greater Glasgow & Clyde, in particular, where you manage employees of the organisation, you will be expected to follow the local and national employment and personnel policies and procedures.  You will be expected to make sure that there are adequate arrangements for hospital staff involved in the care of your patients to be able to contact you when necessary.

Out of Hours Commitment

The on call rota is currently approximately 1:26 and attracts a 3% availability supplement. 3.5 PAs are allocated for contribution to the acute general paediatric on call service. 

There is a hot week system for General Paediatric on call covered by 2-4 consultants and in addition 1-2 Consultants cover resident evening hours (seasonal variation). This system is under continuous review and additional out of hours sessions may be necessary depending on the needs of the service.

The on call rota for Paediatric Infectious Diseases is shared between 4 consultants at the current time. The rota attracts an 8% availability supplement. I PA is allocated for contribution to this rota.
Medical Negligence
In terms of NHS Circular 1989 (PCS)32, dealing with Medical Negligence, the Division does not require you to subscribe to a Medical Defence Organisation.  The Division will indemnify you under the Crown Indemnity Scheme for all work carried out for the Division
It may however be in your interest to subscribe to a defence body in order to ensure that you are covered for any work, which does not fall within the scope of the indemnity scheme.
Private Earnings

There are special provisions relating to extra programmed activities which apply to a consultant who wishes to undertake private practice.  These provisions are set out in paragraphs 4.4.7 – 4.4.12 of NHS circular PCS(DD) 2004/2.

Outline Job Plan (Indicative)

The post will consist of 10 sessions. NHS Greater Glasgow & Clyde initially allocates all full time consultants 10 PAs made up of 9 PAs in Direct Clinical Care (DCC) and one core Supporting Professional Activities (SPA) PA for CPD, audit, clinical governance, appraisal, revalidation, job planning, in-theatre teaching, internal routine communication and management meetings.  
There will be 6 PAs Direct Clinical Care allocated to General Paediatrics and 3 PAs Direct Clinical Care to Paediatric Infectious Diseases and 1 PA Supporting Professional Activity.

The precise allocation of SPA time and associate objectives will be agreed with the successful applicant and will be reviewed at annual job planning. Once the candidate has been appointed more SPA time may be agreed for additional activities which takes place outside direct clinical care. These activities must be specifically and clearly identified and be agreed with the candidate and desired by the department. 

As with established Consultants in Greater Glasgow & Clyde, job plan negotiation will take place once appointed, under the Terms and Conditions of the new Consultant Contract. This job plan is negotiable and will be agreed between the successful applicant and the Clinical Director.  

This outline job plan is indicative of the 10 session post as the service operates a hot week system and sessions will be grouped into weeks of activity with an annualised job plan. Electronic job planning has been introduced. 

More SPA time may be negotiated through the job planning process depending on the requirements of the individual consultant to provide educational supervision of doctors in training and other identified SPA activity. 

The job plan duties and responsibilities are intended to represent current priorities and are not meant to be a conclusive list.  The post holder may from time to time be asked to undertake other reasonable duties.  Any changes will be made in discussion with the post holder in the light of service needs.

NHS Greater Glasgow and Clyde has the largest group of adult acute hospitals in Scotland offering many opportunities to ensure job satisfaction and career development. We provide a wide range of services from community-based care through to the full range of general and specialist hospital services. Close links are enjoyed with all universities in Glasgow and Clyde and our staff makes a significant contribution to both undergraduate and postgraduate teaching across the multidisciplinary spectrum.

In Glasgow north of the river Clyde, there are Glasgow Royal Infirmary, Stobhill Ambulatory Care Hospital, Gartnavel General Hospital (including the Beatson West of Scotland Cancer Centre) and Glasgow Dental Hospital & School. In Glasgow south of the river, there are the Queen Elizabeth University Hospital, the Royal Hospital for Children, the Victoria Hospital Ambulatory Care Hospital and West Glasgow Ambulatory Care Hospital. And within the Clyde area are the Royal Alexandra Hospital in Paisley, Inverclyde Royal Hospital in Greenock and the Vale of Leven District General Hospital in Alexandria. 

Queen Elizabeth University Hospital and Royal Hospital for Children

In 2015, the new Queen Elizabeth University Hospital (QEUH) opened at the old Southern General Hospital site. This is a flagship Scottish Government project and sees the amalgamation of services from the Victoria Infirmary, the Southern General Hospital, and the Western Infirmary.

The new hospital has 1109 patient rooms, a 20 bed Intensive Care Unit and a 39 bed High Dependency Unit. In addition, the new Glasgow paediatric hospital the Royal Hospital for Children is co-located on site and this facility works closely with the recently opened Maternity Hospital. 

The Queen Elizabeth Teaching and Learning Centre developed jointly by NHS Greater Glasgow and Clyde and The University of Glasgow, is an investment of £27 million to provide a training environment for the clinical years of the undergraduate medical degree (MBChB), and postgraduate training facilities for medical staff and a large variety of NHS professionals. Three floors of this purpose built centre are dedicated to teaching and learning and are connected to the main QEUH building by a link bridge. The Royal Hospital for Children (RHC) provides paediatric care for children up to the age of 16. This facility if conjoined with the QEUH. 

The Institute of Neurological Sciences (INS). This provides Neurosurgical and Oral Maxillofacial Services, and is on the same campus as the QEUH connected by a link corridor.
