Summary of the Post

This post is a replacement post as part of a wider recruitment exercise within Diabetes and Endocrinology and General Medical Directorate at Inverclyde Royal Hospital. The development of the service aims to be primed to meet current needs and adapt to future advances in Diabetes & Endocrinology. The Inverclyde Diabetes Service is widely acknowledged as an early adopter of diabetes treatments and technologies, is known for its innovative approach to service delivery and maintains a prominent role within the Greater Glasgow and Clyde Diabetes Managed Care Network supporting wider service development across the region. 

The successful applicant will be part of a team of three WTE consultant physicians and 1 WTE Specialty doctors (new post) providing specialist Diabetes and Endocrine services across Inverclyde catchment area and providing further outreach to the Cowal Peninsula and the Isle of Bute, in Highlands Health Board and providing further support to patients from areas within North Ayrshire. The service has consistently met clinical demand easily attaining national waiting time s guarantees and is actively adapting to meet future service needs.

The diabetes service is supported by x2 band 7, x1 band 6 and x1 band 8 diabetes nurse specialists. The DSN team are supported to practice autonomously and deliver all forms of DAFNE education and insulin pump starts and maintenance. Further expansion of the Diabetes Nurse team is underway with a view to meet the needs of patients utilising continuous glucose monitoring and CSII pump therapy, and to enhance the management of in-patients with diabetes.

The entire range of diabetes services are provided at Inverclyde Royal Hospital and team members also support services at other Clyde Hospitals dependant on need or individual interest. The service would encourage further development of sub-specialty interests (including pregnancy, young adult/transition, CSII, community and diabetic foot) and would also be keen to support candidates with a research interest.

Additionally, there are close links with Inverclyde HSCP and the community diabetes team including two diabetes specialist nurses and dietician, supporting the continued management of patients with diabetes in the community setting via a weekly MDT meeting and innovative combined referral process.

The Endocrine service is well supported by the out-patient and medical day units to conduct dynamic endocrine testing promptly and further support the management of endocrine patients and the team utilise tertiary referral services available at the Queen Elizabeth Hospital with regard to adrenal and pituitary services.

There is a dedicated out-patient ‘Diabetes Centre’ with further identification of space and resource for further clinic and group education facilities underway.

In-patients 

The Diabetes and Endocrine team share a 30 bedded general medical in-patient ward (G South) with the Respiratory team, with workload shared appropriately. The successful applicant will contribute equally to the acute general medical on-call rota (1:13, weekday and weekends). Any further interest in in-patient care, for instance high dependency medical care or diabetes in-patient care, can be accommodated dependant on availability and supported by appropriate job planning.

Inverclyde Royal Hospital- an overview of the site and ethos
1.
General Information

The Inverclyde Royal Hospital is situated in Greenock and provides acute health care services to Inverclyde, North Ayrshire and the Cowal peninsula. The Hospital is an 220  bedded, modern District General Hospital which opened in 1979 and is one of the busiest teaching DGHs in Scotland. In addition, the hospital is currently the base for provision of Emergency Medicine, Surgery, Endoscopy, Orthopaedics, Critical Care, Dialysis satellite unit Gynaecology and Maternity Services. A stabilize and transfer model for level 3 care and other acute presentations is well established in a hub and spoke model. There is resident anesthetic support 24 hours a day.
The hospital provides a wide range of District General Hospital specialties with excellent support facilities. The hospital has a first class modern radiology department and services. All departments participate in undergraduate teaching and there is an active postgraduate educational program, specializing in General Internal Medicine and supporting International Medical Graduates. IRH benefits from links with the larger central hospitals in Glasgow and is well supported by the Department for Medical education along with a good medical library service. 

2.
The Medical Unit 

The Medical Unit at Inverclyde Royal Hospital has 130 medical beds and 69 Older persons service and stroke beds. This includes a 7 bedded critical care unit, a 30 bedded medical receiving ward and an evolving ambulatory care service. The medical unit provides an acute service in general medicine with clinics in general medicine, diabetes and endocrinology, rheumatology, cardiology, respiratory medicine and haematology.

The site benefits from the support of 2 previous Chiefs of Medicine and CD and offers a mentorship program for new consultants.

Junior Staff

Junior staff are provided by Scotland Deanery, West Region Training Programme, across all grades and a combination of staff grade doctors and clinical fellows. There is also a strong ethos of the development of ANP colleagues on site. There is funding and opportunity to engage with undergraduate and postgraduate teaching.
There are Specialist Nurses in Diabetes, Respiratory Medicine, Cardiac Failure, Haemato-Oncology, D.V.T and Chest Pain management, Inflammatory Bowel Disease, Liver Disease and Stroke across Clyde. A day oncology ward is a valued local service.
4. 
Acute Medical Services

The cohesive and supportive team provide the unscheduled and acute care for the service at IRH on a 1:13 rota with non-resident on-call receiving a 3% supplement and an additional 5 days holiday in addition to the statutory allowance.
4.1
Medical Assessment and Acute Receiving 

GP referred medical patients are streamed by phone to the most appropriate area to provide the best patient pathway and experience. This may be direct to ED, SATA, the receiving ward or ambulatory care. Receiving is supported by middle grade doctors, ANPs and the DVT clinic.
The Acute Medical Unit is based in J North. It is staffed by a Consultant on a rotating ‘Physician of the Day’ basis 7 days a week who is available and visible on the clinical floor from 9am to 8pm. Patients are then triaged to the appropriate specialty wards if not for early discharge. The medical department has an excellent relationship with the linear unscheduled care specialties (ED and surgery) to achieve the smoothest path possible. Remote support is available for neurology, gastroenterology and other tertiary services based in Glasgow.
4.2
Coronary Care Unit

Patients with acute myocardial infarction, acute coronary syndromes, arrhythmias or congestive cardiac failure at the IRH are admitted to the 7 bedded critical care unit, or into a monitored bed in J North, staffed Monday to Friday by one of the consultant cardiologists on a rotational basis, supported by junior medical staff from the cardiology ward and a Clinical Fellow in Acute Medicine and HDU.
4.3        Medical High Dependency Unit (HDU)

The Acute Care Physician and Endocrinology team have lead roles in the ongoing care and assessment of level 2 medical patients in the 7 bedded critical care ward J Centre. They also provide a review service to support the medical needs of the other patients within the unit.
4.4
Junior Doctors out-of-hours

              Out of hours, the hospital is staffed by 3 doctors (Senior, junior and FY1) in addition to

              a highly experienced H@N team. The electronic handovers enhance safety and in 

              person handovers morning, 5pm and 9pm make for seamless transitions of care.

5.         Older People & Stroke Service
Whilst OPSS is a distinct service within Clyde sector, many of its activities with adult medicine are combined and there are close working links with our colleagues in that specialty. In particular, out-of-hours cover is provided by juniors from Medicine for the Elderly and adult medicine and both departments share educational meetings.

The Larkfield unit is a 4 ward adjunct building to the main hospital. It provides a restful and well equipped rehabilitation environment. Ward 1 is the acute stroke unit, Ward 2 specialises in acute geriatrics and Ward 3 has longer stay palliative bed and orthopaedic rehabilitation. The unit benefits from specialist nurse and AHP Consultant input. There is an inreach service Monday to Friday by the Elderly Care Assessment Nurse to identify those who benefit from early transfer and promote Frailty work. 

The unit is enhanced by the ‘Rainbow Garden’, an award winning initiative on site that allows our most vulnerable patients the chance to be outside, relax with visitors and enjoy the peaceful surroundings.
6.
Management Arrangements

The post will be hosted within the Emergency Care and Medical Services Directorate, which consists of Emergency Medicine and General Medicine. The Consultant appointed will be expected to participate fully in the work and aims of the Directorate.

The Chief of Medicine is Claire Harrow, Clinical Director for Medicine across Clyde is Dr Martin Perry and the Lead Medical Consultant for IRH is Dr Abigail Gunn.
The General Manager for Medicine in Clyde is Isabel Brown, supported by Yvonne McDowall, Clinical Service Manager.

IRH feeds into the Clyde acute governance framework with monthly M&M meetings and a commitment to duty of candour and transparency in clinical working.

An Appraiser will be automatically appointed to the successful applicant to ensure straightforward revalidation.
7.2
Support staff
There is secretarial support for consultant appointments, as well as input from a newly appointed Service Improvement Manager and Clinical Governance team. There is additional support for organization of clinic formatting and booking. Newly qualified Consultants will be offered to opportunity for one to one mentoring by an experienced colleague. 
8.
Postgraduate and Undergraduate Training

IRH has an extensive postgraduate program designed careful to promote IRH as a site of excellence in training for GIM, but also to help doctors of all grades reach potential and create an enjoyable learning environment. This includes a weekly unit meeting, award winning QI work and tutorial sessions. There are weekly hospital postgraduate meetings and short learning ‘IRH spotlight’ emails. The Medical Unit teach a number of medical students from Glasgow University and are supported by 2 Clinical teaching fellows where the students are readily incorporated into our teams to achieve the most fulfilling placements possible. We also strive to support IMGs and clinical attachments on a regular basis as the site is well set up for this by the friendly and supportive nature of the unit.

· 16.2% of Inverclyde’s population is aged 16 years or younger,

Despite the attractiveness of many parts of Inverclyde there are a number of communities, similar to other parts of the West of Scotland, in Inverclyde that continue to suffer from high levels of poverty and disadvantage. The areas suffering from the highest levels of deprivation include parts of Greenock and Port Glasgow. Within Greenock in particular, there are communities that have consistently been placed amongst the top 5% most deprived in Scotland since 2004. This has manifested itself in poorer health, lower levels of employment, higher levels of child poverty, lower levels of attainment and higher levels of drug and alcohol misuse in these areas. 

The differences in social and economic circumstances in communities across Inverclyde mean that tackling inequalities is key priority for NHS Greater Glasgow and Clyde, and the Team at Inverclyde Royal Hospital are committed to driving forward change and advocating for our patients.

In Inverclyde there are currently 6 Secondary State Schools, 20 Primary Schools and 2 Independent Schools along with Early Years Establishments and Additional Support needs units.
