TAYSIDE REGION

Tayside region encompasses Dundee with the former counties of Angus and Perth & Kinross.  The population served is approximately 450,000 of whom some 173,860 live in the District of Dundee.  In addition Otolaryngology provides services to a population of 35,000 in North East Fife.  

Situated by the River Tay, Dundee has an almost unique location with close proximity to both sea and scenic countryside.  With a range of sporting facilities available including, golf, sailing, ski-ing and fishing Dundee also has a wide range of entertainment activities and provides good transport links (Glasgow 85 miles and Edinburgh 65 miles).

THE HOSPITALS

Across the region there is a total of 1,222 staffed beds of which 878 are at Ninewells Hospital, 282 at Perth Royal infirmary and 52 at Stracathro Hospital.

Ninewells Hospital is a large University teaching hospital covering a full range of services with specialised units.  Opened in 1974 it comprises general medical and surgical services, ICU and HDU facilities, otolaryngological, ophthalmological, paediatric, obstetric, gynaecological, radiotherapeutic, orthopaedics, neurosciences, urology, plastic and burns, oral maxillo-facial services and genito-urinary medicine.  Ninewells houses the main centre for radiotherapy and oncology.  The main laboratories for pathology, haematology, biochemical medicine, microbiology and an integrated infectious and AIDS service are also on site. 
THE DEPARTMENT

Otolaryngology is a University department providing excellent pre and postgraduate training.   In conjunction with the University Surgical Skills Unit, regular courses are held in Otology, Rhinology and Head & Neck Surgery .   The national purpose built Surgical Skills ENT facility is located on site.  

The Otolaryngology department is part of the Specialist Services Clinical Group based in Ninewells Hospital and has 23 inpatient beds in ward 26 shared with Plastic and Maxillofacial Surgery. Most theatre patients are managed as daycases through the Surgical Admissions Unit or at the facility at Stracathro. There are dedicated paediatric inpatient and daycase wards and theatre in close proximity.  A well equipped, ENT adult operating theatre is adjacent to the ward.  The outpatient facility comprises 5 fully equipped consulting rooms with audiology support and a local anaesthetic outpatient theatre. The main audiology department is based in Kings Cross Hospital, Dundee and department provides comprehensive facilities for basic and advanced audiometric and balance testing. Outpatient clinics are provided at Ninewells, Kings Cross, Stracathro and Perth Royal Infirmary.  The department also has many nurse led clinics for ear care, allergy, post-op rhinology, laryngectomy and BAHA care.

REGISTRAR ROTATIONS

The department administers 4 different sub-specialty rotations in general otolaryngology, rhinology, otology and head and neck surgery.  Some of the rotations also involve paediatric otolaryngology.  Registrars will rotate through these at 6 monthly intervals.
The successful appointee will be expected to work with medical colleagues, local managers and professional colleagues in the efficient running of services and will share with in the medical contribution to management.   Subject to the provisions of The Terms and Conditions of Service you are expected to observe NHS Tayside agreed policies and procedures drawn up in consultation with the profession on clinical matters. 

You are required to comply with NHS Tayside Health & Safety Policies.

Out of Hours Responsibilities

The out of hours responsibilities for the post are to provide non resident emergency cover in Otolaryngology middle grade rota for NHS Tayside on a 1:6 rota.  The current rota was monitored in May 2024 and was complaint with EWTD.
Supervision of Foundation Doctors

The post entails that you provide professional supervision and management of FY staff within the Otolaryngology department.  

Medical Education

You will be invited to attend the Scottish ENT Study Days in Perth and there may be support available to attend courses in the surgical skills unit.  If desired, support will be available to complete portfolio evidence with WBAs, audit and research

Teaching
The post holder will be expected to take part in the formal undergraduate and post-graduate teaching programmes within the department.  He or she will also be expected to provide clinical training to FY and ANP colleagues in the course of clinical duties.
